A snapshot presentation of this project was given a t a monthly Board of Education 
meeting by some of the Burr Oak students. 
 
The culminating activity - The Cultural Exhibit - w as a natural outgrowth of this 
study which enhanced the awareness and broadened th e knowledge of the 
students, staff, and community. It was a successful  cooperative effort meant to 
formally kick off the study and appreciation for Bl ack History Month at Burr Oak.
